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Yataki Woody Land
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This campground has mushroom-shaped log cabins, an
open space surrounded with trees, an indoor campfire
site, a riverside park and more. Mushrooms are a
Spe(la"y of the Mugi area. You :an participate in
mushroom growing, charcoal making and forest tree
work. This is the best place to get in touch with nature.
Behind the campground there is a waterfall with a
height of 12 meters, which sends up spray among the
dense forest trees.
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Seibei Deep Pool
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Both cherry biossoms and autumn leaves here are
exquisite. The deep pool which reflects green forest
[ el =la ATl O etersd s Xt ifslwater
whirling beneath the surface of the pool. There is a
famous tale that Seibei who loved the river was
drawn into a cave called Dochironbe at the bottom
of the water. This story serves as a warning of the
danger of swimming at this spot.
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Takasawa Kannon Nichiryubuji Temple
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Nichiryubuji Temple, which is called Takasawa
Kannon by the locai people, is a well-known
temple with a long history. On the grounds of the
temple, there remains a building called the Tahoto
Pagoda which has survived for centuries. The
temple’s record says that the pagoda was donated
during the Kamakura period by Masako Hojo who
was called Ama-Shogun which means the nun
shogun. The pagoda is designated as a national
important cultural property.
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Ono(Honjozan) Castle Ruins
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This is the largest mountain castle in the Chuno
area. The site extends about 600m east to west and
about 300m north to south around the peak of
Mt.Honjozan. According to a record written in the
Edo period, it was the residential castle of the Saito
clan who was the deputy military governor of the
Mino province. You canexperience the strong
defense facilities such as stone walls, moats and
enclosures at the mountain castle.
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Chiiwa Shrine
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Even in summer, you feel cool at Chiiwa Shrine being
surrounded by massive rocks. Since the rock of the dei
resembles a breast, they say that mothers with little milk
will have plenty of milk by worshipping the rock. The
Dreast-shaped rock Is covered with scalactites. According
to legend, a starved baby was saved by the drops with a
sweet smell from the rock. These days the rock i
believed to be good for breast diseases. Local folks hold
afestival to thank the deity twice a ye:
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Nature Land Kaminoho
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At this camping site you can enjoy a wide variety
of activities in nature surrounded by beautiful
streams and mountains. It also has facilities such
as the Hureai-no-Yakatat raining hall, the
Takumi-no-Yakata workshop, an outdoor stage,
and a lodge for charcoal making. These facilities
can be used for accommodations for young
people, seminars and group activities.
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Kaminoho Hachiman Shrine
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This is the shrine which Imegra(es the deities of
the Kaminoho district. The shrine is said to have
been established by the middle of the 16th century
though the exact age of the foundation is
unknown. The annual festival held on the second
Sunday in April attracts a large crowd. The shrine
has asacred grove of large cedar trees, which is
designated as a natural monument of Gifu
Prefecture.
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Saikoku 33-Kannon Monuments
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In Kaminoho thereare nine stone monuments with
reliefs of the Saikokuthirty-three Kannon
Bodhisattva, which were erected during the Edo
period. Monuments of this kind can be seen only in
Central Japan andit is surprising that as many as

monuments whose shapes and reliefs have their
own characteristics.

FEFEAHDE
Hohoemi-no-Yu Onsen
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This natural hot spring is said to have a good effect
n your skin. Itis located on a
overlooking the clear stre ubogawa. It
featuras a large open-air bath with & good view, a
wooden bath made of Koyamaki and a stone bath
using granite and quartz rock. At the on-site
restaurant Hohoemi, you can taste dlshesusln? the
ingredients from Kaminoho such as yuzu fried
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Omiya-no-Shimizu Spring Water
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In Shirahige Shrine, there is a constantly gushing
spring whose waters have been highly valued
since early times as a cure for cuts and burns. The
spring water was designated as one of the 50
famous waters of Gifu Prefecture in 1986.
